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FINANCIAL RELATIONS IN AGRICULTURE OF THE REPUBLIC
OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. Ensuring the sustainable development of the state, its food
security, which is the basis of the social well-being of society, is impossible
without a highly efficient agricultural sector. A decisive factor in the well-
being of the agricultural sector is the availability of mechanisms for effective
state regulation and financial support of the sector.

The agro-industrial complex (AIC) is a set of economic sectors related to
the production of food and consumer goods from agricultural raw materials
and their supply to the population. The current situation in the country
required significant financial investments and other economic measures to
maintain catastrophically declining agricultural production.

Currently, Kazakhstan has noticeably intensified the activity of the state
in regulating the agricultural sector of the economy, which is accompanied
by the reform of agricultural legislation, primarily in the field of state
support for agriculture.

Therefore, the main purpose of the study is: to study aspects of financial
relations in agriculture. To achieve this goal, it is necessary to solve the
following tasks: familiarize yourself with the legislation governing this
aspect; consider the system of financial relations in agriculture; formulate
the concept of financial support of the state; to study the main types of
state financial support for agriculture. The relevance of this work lies in the
fact that agriculture is part of the economic system in the state, and in turn
commercial structures are included in the financial relations common to the
entire economy.
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Key words: agro-industrial complex, finance, economic growth, entre-
preneurship, agriculture, digitalization, industrial revolution.

Introduction. The economic situation in the agro-industrial complex
of Kazakhstan, and especially in agriculture, remains complex and
contradictory. One of the main reasons for this is the lack of factors
conducive to the sustainable development of agro-industrial production.
The decline in production in the 90s of the last century and the subsequent
decline in aggregate demand for agricultural products, the growth of food
imports, and the disparity of prices in the agro-industrial complex destroyed
the previously established system of reproduction and financial relations
in the agricultural sector. Despite some recent positive developments,
there continues to be an underestimation of measures that ensure an
optimal combination of state regulation and market self-regulation proper
(Borkhunov, 2006:36). The global financial and economic crisis that has
begun has only worsened the situation.

In this regard, there is an urgent need to deepen theoretical and
methodological provisions on the problems of reproduction in the
agricultural sector of the economy in order to overcome existing imbalances
and substantiate such an economic mechanism that would facilitate the
transition to an investment-innovative type of reproduction. Reproduction
processes also extend to relations, redistributions, that is, they are organically
connected with the functioning of the financial system, which is the most
important element of the organizational and economic mechanism. The study
of the interrelationships of this system with reproductive processes also
seems relevant, which is fully confirmed by the practice of implementing
the priority national project "Roadmap" and the National Project for the
development of the agro-industrial complex of the Republic of Kazakhstan
for 2021-2025.

The state establishes a certain system of financial relations, through
which the interaction of budgetary funds and funds of non-governmental
commercial and non-profit organizations and citizens is carried out. By
managing this system, the state controls finances, regulates economic and
social activities in society; using economic methods, it encourages or slows
down certain types of these activities (Lukhmanova, et all, 2018:46).

The system of financial relations includes the following types:

* budgetary relations arising from the collection (accumulation) and
expenditure of budgetary funds;
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* tax, regarding the collection and transfer of taxes and tax payments;

* insurance relations;

* credit and settlement relations (Gubanov, 2003:312).

Financial law also distinguishes relations regarding the regulation of
monetary and currency circulation, but they have no direct connection with
economic activity in the agro-industrial complex.

Financial relations in the agricultural sector have undergone significant
changes related to economic transformations in the country.

Research materials and methods. Theoretical provisions on the role
and place of reproduction in the agrarian economy, in which cyclist is
considered as one of the ways of its self-regulation, which leads, at certain
intervals, production, distribution, exchange and consumption into a state
of dynamic equilibrium.

Methodology, on the basis of which the most significant disproportions
of reproduction in the agricultural sector of the economy were identified:
the lack of equivalence of exchange between the branches of agriculture;
deviation of nominal amounts of accumulation and consumption from their
natural and material content due to inflation.

Methodological provisions for determining the impact of effective
demand on the production of domestic agricultural and food products.

Methodological approaches to assessing the results of the use of
reproduction factors (land, labor and capital) in the agricultural sector of the
economy by developing individual and consolidated performance criteria
are substantiated.

In the study of the reproductive process and financial relations developing
in agriculture, the following methods were used:

- abstract-logical - when substantiating the essence of reproduction and
characterizing its various types;

-economic and statistical - when analyzing the state of agricultural
production and the agri-food market;

-monographic - in assessing the effectiveness of reproduction factors;

- design-constructive — in determining indicative indicators of the level
of profitability of agricultural production and compensation for unjustified
price increases for energy carriers.

Results and discussion. Reproduction in agriculture develops according
to the same market laws as the economy as a whole, while cyclist is a
way of self-regulation that brings production, distribution, exchange
and consumption into a state of dynamic equilibrium at certain intervals
(Lukhmanov, et all, 2017: 235).

Agricultural production has a number of features, which consist in its non-
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monopolized nature, in the interweaving of natural and economic factors, in
the discrepancy between the working period and the time of production of
agricultural products, fluctuations in production volumes and the quality of
the product obtained, unevenness in the use of labor, differentiation of costs
and profitability indicators by periods of the year. Under the influence of
the peculiarities of the reproductive cycle, agrarian crises have a protracted
character. They are characterized by a difficult transition to the stage of
revival and recovery.

We assess the current state of the economy and agriculture as an
integral part of it as a "crisis" or "recession". The development of social
reproduction takes place in a spiral, the recession is the precursor of the
economic recovery and the transition to a more advanced stage. In order to
preserve the positive dynamics of development in the future, the crisis in
the agricultural sector should become not so much a period of survival as
a factor in the need to update the material and technical base, change the
outdated technological structure.

The process of functioning of agricultural organizations is also cyclical.
Within one cycle, the following is carried out: attracting the necessary
resources, combining them in the production process, selling the products
produced and obtaining the final results.

At this stage of development, the reproduction system in the agricultural
sector does not guarantee sustainable development and socio-economic
stability in society, which is due to the presence of reproduction imbalances,
the main of which are: price disparity in the agro-industrial complex; the
gap between the cost form and the natural-material content of the product;
the disparity between solvent demand and supply in the agro-food market
(Lukhmanova, et all, 2017: 149).

The conducted studies have shown a significant impact of inflation on
the reproduction process in the country's economy, including in agriculture.
The reduction of inflation should lie not so much in the sphere of improving
monetary policy, but rather in the development of the real sector of the
economy, especially agriculture and the processing industry, in increasing
the supply of food products on the market.

Practical measures to gradually mitigate and overcome the existing
deformations, to ensure proportionality in the agro-industrial complex
system can be effective only from a reproductive standpoint; which involve
a combination of economic regulation at the macro level, sectoral and
regional levels, at the micro level.

Price relations play a significant role in optimizing the proportions
of reproduction in the agricultural sector. The analysis showed that the
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exchange of products between agriculture and other branches of agriculture
is characterized by instability. In some years, the increase in prices for
industrial means of production and services exceeded the increase in prices
for agricultural products, in other years the opposite situation developed.
But in general, during the period of reforms, agriculture suffered damage
from price disparity amounting to about 1 billion tenge, which led to the
destruction of the economy of a significant part of farms. The industry was
"eating up" capital, the average pay was below the subsistence minimum,
and profitability was below the average in the economy.

Financial relations are becoming increasingly important in the economic
mechanism of reproduction of the agricultural sector of the economy. The
state, creating a certain financial and economic environment, regulates the
reproduction process by optimally forming funds of funds at various stages
and stages, production, distribution, exchange and consumption.

Financial resources are a priority, since they can be transformed directly
and with a minimum time gap into any other type of resources. The primary
condition for the formation of financial resources is the production process.
The area of functioning of finance is the second and third stages of the
reproductive process of distribution and exchange. It is at these stages that
financial relations appear related to the formation of monetary income"
and savings taking a specific form of financial resources. The finances of
agricultural producers perform the following functions: the formation of
an optimal structure and the building of production potential; ensuring
the current financial and economic activities and the participation of the
economic entity in the implementation of social policy.

Finance (revenue and profit, subsidies and compensation, private
investments, insurance payments, taxes, credit resources) in the reproduction
system in the industry and at the level of specific enterprises and associations
are becoming increasingly important. However, at the present stage of
development, they do not provide sustainable economic growth due to the
global financial and economic crisis, which has exacerbated the existing
problems in the domestic market of financing and lending to the agricultural
sector (McConnell, Bru, 2007: 767).

The crisis showed that the era of relative isolation of national economies
is over, globalization has affected all spheres of life: politics, finance,
real sectors of the economy; the existence of a close connection between
reproduction and finance. The collapse in the stock market led to a financial
crisis, which in turn provoked a downturn in the food and commodity
markets, which caused enormous damage to the reproduction process in all
sectors of the economy.
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The effective use of reproduction factors may not be accompanied by
an adequate increase in agricultural products, which is due to the lack of
progressive forms of labor organization, a well-thought-out management
system in production, lack of marketing research, significant fluctuations
in market conditions in the food market. In this regard, the need for state
regulation of both agricultural production and the agro-food market as a
whole comes to the fore (Lukhmanova, et all, 2018: 179).

The state can not only indirectly regulate market mechanisms by setting
certain conditions with the help of a legislative framework, but also be a
participant in the market process. The issue of combining self-regulation
of the market and state regulation in the agricultural sector of the economy
after the adoption of the Law "On the Development of Agriculture" and the
implementation of the State Program for the Development of Agriculture is
being resolved taking into account the increased role of the state.

Periods of recession and periods of growth can be distinguished in
economic cycles. In this regard, the state economic policy cannot always
have the same goals and, accordingly, use the same tools. State regulation
should be differentiated depending on which phase of the cycle the economy
is in. During the recession, the state needs, on the one hand, to stimulate
the expansion of production and employment (by providing state support to
producers, reducing taxes, etc.); and on the other hand, to create conditions
for increasing demand for products.

In the conditions of the crisis, the existing distribution between borrowed
funds and budget subsidies cannot be considered satisfactory (Lukhmanova,
et all, 2018: 1337-1342). A significant deterioration in the financial and
economic situation both in the economy as a whole and in the industry
will entail a significant non-repayment of already issued credit resources
and difficulty in attracting new ones. In this regard, it is proposed to
change the proportions for the redistribution of financial resources flowing
into agriculture by increasing the share of funds allocated to increase the
volume of subsidies and compensations, including direct state support for
agricultural producers.

In the conditions of the global crisis, agriculture needs budgetary
support more than ever. Profitability indicators were calculated, which were
simultaneously interpreted as efficiency indicators, the achievement of
which would ensure an increase in production of 5-7% per year. This level
of industry profitability, subject to the use of borrowed funds, amounted
to about 30%. The number of farms with a level of profitability close to
indicative is growing, although so far their share in the total volume of
marketable products does not exceed 40% (Lukhmanova et all, 2020: 1301-
1305).
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The problem of regulating energy prices has acquired particular
importance. Due to their growth, the equivalence of intersectoral relations
in the agro-industrial complex has largely been violated. It is necessary
to provide state support for agricultural producers' incomes at a level that
would allow them to purchase these funds. To determine the additional
costs of producers arising in connection with the rise in energy prices, a
mathematical calculation model was proposed that allows for a complete
calculation of the necessary compensations.

The demand on the foreign and domestic markets for agricultural
products, raw materials and food in the future will make it possible to realize
the unique natural and economic potential of the country.

The task of state regulation is that in the event of a crisis, economic
mechanisms would automatically return the economy to dynamic
equilibrium. In the financial market, it is established faster than in the
goods market. Therefore, the restoration of the disturbed equilibrium must
begin with the financial market, and then spread to the market of goods and
services (Emelyanov, 2002: 107-117).

In addition to the measures taken by the Government of the Republic
of Kazakhstan aimed at increasing the stability of the economy in the
conditions of the developing crisis, it is advisable to focus in the agricultural
sector on solving the following tasks, the solution of which will ensure
stabilization in the financial and credit market: creation of special credit
lines; increasing the availability of medium- and long-term loans; provision
of state guarantees; introduction of a mechanism for monitoring public
funds sent to banks; the inclusion of the agro-industrial complex in the list
of recommended industries for refinancing commercial banks secured by
credit agreements.

Conclusion. Thus, it is necessary to expand the law "On Food Security"
as soon as possible, on the basis of which it would be possible to regulate the
market in terms of purchases and sales of raw materials, product quality, as
well as to develop republican and regional projects to protect the domestic
market and develop their own foreign trade activities.

It is advisable to carry out geographical and product diversification
of exports, as well as shift the focus from the export of agricultural raw
materials to the supply of food products.

Kazakhstan needs to expand its participation in global production
cooperation in the agricultural market, become the initiator of the creation
of a "food EEC", which will facilitate the coordination of activities and the
development of a common policy regarding the production and trade of
agricultural raw materials and food, maintaining stable prices for it.
